Joh 5:1  After this there was a feast of the Jews; and Jesus went up to Jerusalem. 

Joh 5:2  Now there is at Jerusalem by the sheep market a pool, which is called in the Hebrew tongue Bethesda, having five porches.

Joh 5:3  In these lay a great multitude of impotent folk, of blind, halt, withered, waiting for the moving of the water. 

Joh 5:4  For an angel went down at a certain season into the pool, and troubled the water: whosoever then first after the troubling of the water stepped in was made whole of whatsoever disease he had. 

Vs 5:1  Joh_5:1. 1. Because it was an ordinance of God, which, as a subject, he

would observe, being made under the law; though as a Son he might have 
pleaded an exemption. Thus he would teach us to attend religious assemblies
Heb 10:25  Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; but exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching. 

The Sheep Gate . Where it was situated: At Jerusalem, by the sheep-market; 
 where the sheep were kept, Some were brought there some were kept Some think it was near the temple, and, if so, it yielded a melancholy but profitable spectacle to those that went up to the temple to pray.

II. The place where this cure was wrought: at the pool of Bethesda, which had a miraculous healing virtue in it, and is here particularly described, Joh_5:2-4.

Description- It Had 5 porches. Plaza’s Roofed Walls where the sick would lay-

Nature provided remedies= Man provided Hospitals

Our complaints should be few

We need to visit hospitals- modern day Besthesada’s To thank God that we Are not There

The evangelist specifies three sorts of diseased people that lay here, blind, halt, and withered or sinew - shrunk, either in one particular part, as the man with the withered hand, or all over paralytic. These are mentioned because, being least able to help themselves into the water, they lay longest waiting in the porches.
. Those that were sick of these bodily diseases took the pains to come far and had the patience to wait long for a cure; any of us would have done the same, and we ought to do so: but

Many Miracles occurred in Jesus time- Blood Being applied

Christ at this time was residing in Galilee Jesus yet went up to Jerusalem at the feast, 

Vs 4

That this strange virtue in the pool was natural, or artificial rather, and was the effect of the washing of the sacrifices, which impregnated the water with I know not what healing virtue even for blind people, and that the angel was a messenger, a common person, sent down to stir the water, is altogether groundless; there was a room in the temple on purpose to wash the sacrifices in. Expositors generally agree that the virtue this pool had was supernatural. It is true the Jewish writers, who are not sparing in recounting the praises of Jerusalem, do none of them make the least mention of this healing pool,
The preparation of the medicine by an angel, who went down into the pool, and stirred the water. Angels are God's servants, and friends to mankind; and perhaps are more active in the removing of diseases (as evil angels in the inflicting of them) than we are aware of. Raphael, the apocryphal name of an angel, signifies medicina Dei - God's physic, or physician rather. See what mean offices the holy angels condescend to, for the good of men. If we would do the will of God as the angels do it, we must think nothing below us but sin. 

It is said that healing occurred here after the angel troubled the water- 

This place may have been real- or perhaps just the peoples suspertiton
The Mans Dilemma 

Joh 5:5  And a certain man was there, which had an infirmity thirty and eight years. 

Joh 5:6  When Jesus saw him lie, and knew that he had been now a long time in that case, he saith unto him, Wilt thou be made whole?

Joh 5:7  The impotent man answered him, Sir, I have no man, when the water is troubled, to put me into the pool: but while I am coming, another steppeth down before me. 
Vs 5- The man had been sick for 38 Years-

Jesus asks Wilth thou be made whole?

The man said his problem was that, when the water was troubled, he could not get into the water quickly enough. Someone else always stepped in before he did. Jesus evidently chose this man to concentrate on, because his case was so obviously severe. He did not pick one of the eas-ier cases, but one that was obvious and otherwise could not be cured.
Jesus’ Eye does not blink- Jesus doesn’t just help those with simple needs- He is not afraid of the blind sick or the Lame- He does not hesitate to Help= Because He is the help that they need- Have you ever prayed for a person with boils? His eye does not discriminate 

Jesus asked the man if he wanted to be healed- The man didn’t respond with a yes or no- he just went back to explaining his problem. So many times we want to tell God about our problems as if he doesn’t know- When what we need to do is listen to was God is asking- If we hear we can say Yes! I need healing, Yes I want it! 

In this case- Jesus healed the man without him asking for it- his condition cried for it
Joh 5:8  Jesus saith unto him, Rise, take up thy bed, and walk. 

Joh 5:9  And immediately the man was made whole, and took up his bed, and walked: and on the same day was the sabbath. 

Jesus heals the man. 
Jesus solved the man’s problem without the pool or any other method. He simply told the man to get up, take up his bed, and walk.. This happened immediately. 

Here, as in all Bible miracles for which we are given the details, we see convincing evidence that what happened was impossible by natural law and must, therefore, have happened by the supernatural power of God.

The Jews and their attitude

Joh 5:10  The Jews therefore said unto him that was cured, It is the sabbath day: it is not lawful for thee to carry thy bed.

Joh 5:11  He answered them, He that made me whole, the same said unto me, Take up thy bed, and walk. 

· Instead of rejoicing the Jew found fault because the man was carrying his bed as he was told by Christ

· It is not lawful they said

The Man said – The man who made me whole said to take up my bed and walk

When Jesus performs a miracle make it known do pretend as if nothing happened-The man caring the bed was a sign

Joh 5:12  Then asked they him, What man is that which said unto thee, Take up thy bed, and walk? 

Joh 5:13  And he that was healed wist not who it was: for Jesus had conveyed himself away, a multitude being in that place.

Joh 5:14  Afterward Jesus findeth him in the temple, and said unto him, Behold, thou art made whole: sin no more, lest a worse thing come unto thee. 

The mans reply to the jews

HE did not know it was Jesus- Jesus didn’t’ go boasting that He was Jesus

Jesus Knows were to find You

He warns the man- to not sin again

Sickness in normally a result of one of three things 

-Sin- Psa 107:17  Fools because of their transgression, and because of their iniquities, are afflicted. 

Psa 107:18  Their soul abhorreth all manner of meat; and they draw near unto the gates of death. 

Psa 107:19  Then they cry unto the LORD in their trouble, and he saveth them out of their distresses. 

Psa 107:20  He sent his word, and healed them, and delivered them from their destructions.

Consequences of some one else’s sin 

Joh 9:2  And his disciples asked him, saying, Master, who did sin, this man, or his parents, that he was born blind? Crack baby’s Adam and eve 
Or for the Glory of God
john 9:3  Jesus answered, Neither hath this man sinned, nor his parents: but that the works of God should be made manifest in him. 

Joh 5:15  The man departed, and told the Jews that it was Jesus, which had made him whole. 

Joh 5:16  And therefore did the Jews persecute Jesus, and sought to slay him, because he had done these things on the sabbath day. 

The Man Tells the Jews that it was Jesus

This can be interpreted one of two ways

A. The man told the Jews that it was Christ to Give him Glory and Honor

B. Or to Get Christ in trouble- More than likely it was the first

The wanted to kill Christ period = Not just because of the Sabbitha day But because he was and end to their reign so they sought to slay him
Not all human effort was forbidden on the Sabbath. Men on the Sabbath would chew food and swallow, carry clothes on their bodies, breathe, pump blood throughout their bodies, digest food, etc., just like on other days. They also did work in the temple offering animal sacrifices. If an emergency arose in which even an animal needed special care to save it from death or danger, they met the emergency even though work was involved on the Sabbath. In 7:21-23 Jesus pointed out that the Jews would do the work of circumcising a child, even if the day for doing so fell on the Sabbath. The command to circumcise constituted spiritual work which did not violate the command to do no work on the Sabbath. No one considered these acts to be wrong, though they could technically fit some definitions of “work.” The conclusion is clear that the Sabbath law never did forbid all kinds of “work,” just certain kinds for certain purposes. The Jews had great detailed restrictions in their human tradition that defined what work was and was not acceptable on the Sabbath, so even they knew that not all work was condemned.
Joh 5:16  And therefore did the Jews persecute Jesus, and sought to slay him, because he had done these things on the sabbath day. 
Joh 5:17  But Jesus answered them, My Father worketh hitherto, and I work. 

Joh 5:18  Therefore the Jews sought the more to kill him, because he not only had broken the sabbath, but said also that God was his Father, making himself equal with God. 

Jesus was not concerned about what he said because the word of god is true

Joh 5:19  Then answered Jesus and said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, The Son can do nothing of himself, but what he seeth the Father do: for what things soever he doeth, these also doeth the Son likewise. 

Joh 5:20  For the Father loveth the Son, and sheweth him all things that himself doeth: and he will shew him greater works than these, that ye may marvel. 

Joh 5:21  For as the Father raiseth up the dead, and quickeneth them; even so the Son quickeneth whom he will.
